The Lord moved in the hearts of donors and empowered skilled tradespeople to renew flooring in 
110 sleeping rooms in Bauer Lodge and Robbins North and South youth dorms. All the Bauer Lodge 
rooms were repainted (238 gallons of paint!) and are receiving fresh new bedding. These finishes 
were over 25 years old. Now they are fresh, inviting, gracious spaces for people of all ages and 
budgets to feel comfortable during their stay. The Grape Arbour and the tower by the Children’s 
Center overlooking Norwegian Bay had serious structural failures and have been restored, allowing 
these historic spaces to graciously facilitate prayer and reflection individually and in small groups.  

We seek your help renovating Kern Lodge’s finishes and the remaining two thirds of the Roger 
Williams Inn sleeping rooms. This will allow us to focus on those who stay in them, and to grow 
conferencing for preachers, young adults, family camps, men’s and women’s retreats and much more.  

Your gifts provide gracious spaces for all ages and budgets, and scholarship funds to help people to 
visit and encounter God at Green Lake who otherwise would not be able to do so. They all lead us to 
the source of all grace, our Lord Jesus, and his transforming work in our lives that he offers alone.
